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Year In Review, Memorable Moments

Take a look at some of the informative and thought-provoking programs that the Arizona
Humanities Council (AHC) provided last year.

In April, Shaking up Shakespeare, a partnership between AHC, the Black Theater
Troupe, and the ASU English Department, looked at Shakespeare's works through the lens of
hip hop.

In May, Footprints, a collaborative performance project with Childsplay and ARTspace
Afterschool Initiatives, took elementary students at Desert Elementary School, Glendale, on a
journey with Arizona historical figures.

The Arizona Hip Hop Experience - In June, the Arizona Hip Hop Experience explored the
impact of hip hop as a political and social movement
through panel discussions, workshops, and
performances. The day-long event brought
together over 300 attendees and showcased local
composers, scholars, disc jockeys, engineers, and
performances from local hip hop artists and dancers.

wee="In October, Naomi Shihab Nye, renowned poet and
author, conveyed her sense of Our Shared Humanity: Place Making and Sustainability
through her poetry to a full house at 19th Annual Lorraine W. Frank Lecture & Humanities
Awards. Winifred Bundy received the Juliana Yoder Friend of the Humanities Award, and the
Dan Shilling Public Humanities Scholar Award was presented to
Dr. Charles Tatum.

In partnership with the Phoenix VA Medical Center, AHC re-
launched Literature and Medicine: Humanities at the Heart of *
Health Care, an award-winning, hospital-based, reading and
discussion program for health care professionals.

The year was rounded out in December with a special initiative of
AHC, Project Civil Discourse, presenting Speaking, Not Shouting: A Community
Conversation About Health Care, a town hall on health care that gave those with diverse
perspectives a chance to engage with other points of view.

Speaking, Not Shouting: A Community
Conversation About Health Care Reform

On December 1, 2009, Arizona Humanities Council's Project Civil Discourse presented
Speaking, Not Shouting: A Community Conversation About Health Care Reform. The
purpose of this event was to help the public better understand the health care issue presently
being debated in Congress and more importantly to demonstrate how a hot button issue such
as health care reform can be discussed civilly and respectfully.

James F. Hodge, Jr. Lincoln Professor of Health Law & Ethics, and Kim VanPelt, Associate
Director of St. Luke's Health Initiatives, opened the event by providing useful information on
the costs of health care and the current status of the congressional legislative.

Arranged into small round table groups, attendees were then encouraged to discuss their
viewpoints and ideas. Comments and results were recorded and compiled into a
comprehensive report that has been forwarded on to Arizona's Congressional delegation.

Ultimately, this event taught us that it is possible to bring people together with divergent
views, that we can come away with greater and deeper understanding of those differences,
and that we can respect those who disagree with us.
