This image -rich digital slide lecture describes a diversity of ways that artists engage

environmental issues. The slideshow will highlight local, national, and international examples,

including projects created by students enrolled in Art & Ecology at Arizona State University. The
audience may be surprised to learn that artist Mel Chin used plants to extract heavy toxic metals

from the ground, likening his subtractive process to using a chisel on marble. Beatriz da Costa
fashioned air quality data  -sensing backpacks for pigeons to wear that send information to a blog
accessible by the public. Natalie Jeremijenko created buoys that light up when fish swim beneath

them in the Hudson River, alerting the public who then f eed the fish specially -engineered food
that c¢cleans their bodies of water pollutants. Project
what art can be and do in the world. This program promises to inspire healthy dialogue about

the role of the humanit  ies to describe environmental problems and to seek solutions.

A Story, A Story: African/African American Oral Tradition and Storytelling

The ability of a person to use verbal performance to achieve recognitio n within a society is
widespread in the African American community. These verbal skills help African Americans learn
about life and the world, to achieve group approval, and even to survive. As African slaves were
brought to the Caribbean and North and Sou th America, the tradition of oral literature and
performance style came with them. African performance styles can now be seen in the narration

of myths, folk tales, sermons, jokes, proverbs, and folk sayings; in barbershops and beauty

shops and on street ¢ orners; in signifying, capping, testifying, toasting, and in the blues, and
finally in rapping and hip  -hop. This presentation explores the connections between African
traditional storytelling and contemporary African American verbal arts.

By the Time They Came to Phoenix: African Ame rican Cotton Pickers in Arizona

The African American in El Mirage Oral History Project aims to preserve the histo ry, stories and

cultural community memories of those African Americans who made significant contributions to

the culture, history, and economy of EI Mirage and A1
19600s. This program utili zes Rayweshadressonre dfthamstoryvi deo dc

and stories of those families. Few people realize that although El Mirage, surrounded by cotton

fields, consisted of mostly Hispanic migrant families, there was also a group of African Americans

who migrated from Texas, A rkansas, Louisiana, and Oklahom a to work in the cotton fields.

These families such as the Cutrights, Marshalls, Dunbars went on to found churches, and

become civic and social leaders in the Arizona community. Using oral history transcripts,

photographs, ep hemeral materials and drawings or maps this video project will help tell the

story of early African American settlers that residec

By giving
special emphasis to Arizona and the stateds mining ar

The Promise and Perils of Reform

In this presentation, Dr. Berman ex plores the history, controversy, and effects of major changes
made over the past twenty years in Arizona's political system at the state legislative level.

Special attention is given to issues around term limits, clean elections, and the relatively new

system employed to carve up legislative districts. While political reforms of this nature often

have laudable purposes and may bring desired results, the results may also fall far short of

expectations and have unanticipated consequences both good and bad. Do we need to reform
the reforms?

Dia los Muertos , or Days of the Dead , is a significantand  widely

celebrated holiday in Mexico, Latin America, and the Southwestern part of the U.S. To many

Mexicans, death is not a subject to be feared, ignored, or divorced from the living. One cannot

celebrate life without also cel ebrating death. Through the use of slides, this platica (informal

talk) tracestheo ri gi ns of the M@&hiec Dayf ot ithael DRado and desc
traditional elements associated with the holiday including foods, folk crafts and altars. A udience

They will also learn about the calaveras , or scathing satirical poems , he
composed that depicted social and political personalities as ske letons.

Growing Up Chicana in Morenci, Arizona
Growing up Chicana in Morenci is a platica (informal talk) about Chicanas who lived in the
mining town of Morenci, Arizona. Through a slide presentation of what the town looked like

before its destruction in the late 1960s, readings from her books Suffer Smoke and Water from
the Moon , and from oral history interviews she conducted for an AHC project, Diaz Bjorkquist
portrays the lives of girls and women of Morenci in their own voices. It is a historically accu rate

picture of life for Mexican Americans in a segregated copper mining town from the 1920s to the
late 1960s. This inspirational presentation pays tribute to four generations of Chicanas who, in
spite of discrimination, persevered and showed that si se p uede (it can be done). Morenci
Chicanas were the "glue" that kept the family unit together with their unique cultural spirit,
demonstrating courage and strength.

In the Shadow of the Smokestack

Learn about the lives of Mexican miners and their families. T his presentation traces the lives of
Mexican Americans who worked in the early underground copper mines of Morenci. Diaz

Bjorkquist examines their social, political, and cultural experiences to explain how they met the

eve ryday challenges of living without giving up their family values, language, or traditions.

The Architectural History of the University of Arizona Campus

Nearly 50,000 people work on the campus of th e University of Arizona, Tucson which was
founded in  1885. Over time, many different buildings have come up, and today the campus is a

virtual architectural museum of the last 130 years. This program will present a fascinating
introduction into the architectural history of this masterpiece of university cam pus, both past
and present . This is Arizona histo ry as impressive as it can be. Professor Classen will introduce
some of the most important buildings, demonstrating how much a more conscious tour of the

campus will bring history alive in a striking fashion

From the Deadly East German Border into National Parks: Life Returns and

Defies All Borders

Borders throughout history have always represented problematic issues, and hardly ever solv e
what they intend  to achieve. In this program, explore one of the mo st contentious borders in
modern history: the border between East and West Germany. In 1989, after twenty -eightlong
years of conflict, East and West Germany were unified. The enormously long border stretch was
soon opened, cleared, and left to itself. Ama zingly, over the course of time it developed into a

green zone, a new habitat where nature has come back most effectively. Today, the former

death strip through Germany has been transformed into national parks where life has ret urned
most energetically. Th  is program will present the historical background and illustra te this
transformati ve process.

German Jesuit Missionaries as Founders of Sonora/Arizona

We commonly assume that the early history of the Pimeria Alta (now Sonora/Arizona) was

determined by the  Spaniard colonizers. But in reality the Jesuit order can be credited with

having had the greatest impact on the entire region, perhaps best represented by Padre Eusebio

Kino (d.1711). A surprisingly large number of his successors hailed from German speaki ng lands
and left a huge impact on the early history of the Southwest. This presentation illuminates the

historical background of the Jesuit Order and traces the path of major representatives of

German Jesuit missionaries to the Pimeria Alta. Moreover, it will bring to light some of the most
recent research that is intensifying as major collections of original texts/letters are being

translated into English. The audience will have a chance to gain insight into the global role which

the Jesuits played, and h  ow important the Sonoran province was for the international Jesuit

order.

They Knew No Boundaries: Pioneering Girls of Arizona
This program features the stories of young girls at the turn of the 20

™ century who, before the

ag e of eighteen, broke through social barriers, coped with the rawness and isolation of the early
west. From the mid 1800s to the mid 1900s, girls in the Arizona territory and Southwest were

expected to care for younger children, cook and clean, feed the pou

ltry and pigs, milk the cows,

administer to sick animals, and tend gardens. They also helped mend fences, round up
wandering herds, and repair dried -up water holes. Yet even as they toiled, they strained against

the confines of housework and home chores. T his program includes
old photographs and features girls in geographic locations from arid desert
reaches of the Grand Canyon.

World War I: Origins, Durati on, Legacy

The impending centenary of World War | in 2014 provides an opportunity to examine the

importance of this conflict in which 16.5 million people died and 21 million were wounded.

Debates about causation and war guilt have continued since the guns stopped on November 11,
1918. Such contemporary topics as the authenticity of the Armenian genocide show that the

events of the War are still real to many. fiThe Great War, 0 as it was originally styled, provides a
crucial context for such significant events as the Russian Revolution and the advent of Fascism.
This program will emphasize how this first global war, celebrated at the start, became a tragic

event that has influenced world history ever since. The war remains a classic example of how

military acti on undertaken for one set of goals led to unanticipated consequences. Individuals,

many of whom will have lived their lives in the shadow of war, will have an occasion to reflect on

how it impacted their lives.

The Future of the Mass Media

Traditional sources of information about our communities, our government, our economy, and

our society have been newspapers, magazines, radio, and television. In more recent times,

circulation and ratings have dropped sign ificantly, leading many media owners to give up on the
news business or to be forces out by economic realities. The information sources that are

replacing the traditional radio, television, and newspaper stories of the past are based on the
internet, acces sed by computer -based mobile devices, and generally called the social media.
This session will explore how the changes in the delivery system may well change what we know

of our world as seen through the mass media.

Journalism Ethics in an Economically Ch allenged Media World

In this presentation, the five pillars (government, religion, education, commerce, and
communication) of contemporary U.S. society are examined as means to pass the ethical and
moral values of one generation to the next. The ethical va lues of our society are traced from the
5th century Greek philosophers, through the writings of Milton and Locke, down to the
philosophies that guide the journalist as he/she reports the news. In addition to the brief

overview of philosophical thought, Cra ft involves the audience in discussions of "right and
wrong" current examples in the media. In an era in which surveys indicate that use of the mass
media, and trust in the messages that the media is providing, are declining, it is important to
discuss the processes that the media use in providing the images and beliefs that we hold about
our society.

The Life and Times of Walter Cronkite
Walter Cronkite was called the most trusted man in America. After a long career in journalism

(both broadcastandprint ), Cronkite retired from the ACBS Eveni

The Role of the Mass Media in Our Uncertain and Uncivil Society

In our complex and diverse society, most of us rely on the mass media in order to know and
understand events that are happening beyond our immediat e environment. But many of us are
becoming increasingly distrustful of the images of our world that the media portray for us. This
presentation will examine the role that the media is expected to play in our democratic society,

and specific incidents of su  ccess and failure. Controversial media problems will serve as

examples in this discussion, which happen with some regularity and are well known. For

example, the 2004 incident with "CBS News" (which led to Dan Rather's downfall), or the 2005

incident of Newsweek publishing the Quran story without a named source or second source,
might be used to spark discussion.

The deep time perspective that archaeology provides on natural hazards, environmental change,

and human adaptation  is notonly a valuable supplement to historical records, it sometimes

contradicts data that modern societies use to make decisions affecting social sustainability and

human safety. Could the disastrous damages to nuclear power plants damaged by the Japanese

tsunami of 2011 have been avoided if the engineers who decided where t 0 build those plants

had not ignored prehistoric archaeological evidence of tsunamis? This presentation looks at some

of the archaeological evidence on environmental changes and how human cultures have adapted

to those changes, and discusses the value of a ibeyond historyodo perspective

Archaeology and Cultures of Arizona

cultural place. In this program archaeologist Allen Dart sum marizes and interprets the
archaeology of Arizona from the earliest fAPaleoindiar
foragers, the transition to true village life, and the later prehistoric archaeological cultures

(Puebloan, Mogollon, Sinagua, Hohokam, Sa lado, and Patayan). He also discusses connections

between archaeology and history, and provides an overview of the Native American, European,

Arts and Culture of Ancient S outhern Arizona Hohokam Indians

The Hohokam Native American culture flourished in southern Arizona from the sixth through

fifteenth centuries. Hohokam artifacts, architecture, and other material culture provide

archaeologists with clu  es for identifying where the Hohokam lived, for interpreting how they

adapted to the Sonoran Desert for centuries, and explaining why the Hohokam culture

mysteriously disappeared. In this presentation archaeologist Allen Dart illustrates the material

cultu re of the Hohokam and presents possible interpretations about their relationships to the

natural world, their time reckoning, religious practices, beliefs, and deities, and possible reasons

for the eventual demise of their way of life. The program features slides of Hohokam artifacts,
rock art, and other cultural features, a display of authentic prehistoric artifacts, and

recommended readings for more information about the Hohokam.

Archaeologist Allen Dart
illustrates southwestern petroglyphs and pictographs, and discusses how even the same rock art
symbol may be interpreted differently from popular, scientific, and modern Native American
perspectives.

Goldie Tracy Richmond 0 Indian Trader, Trapper, and Quiltmaker

Goldie Tracy Richmond came to southwestern Arizona in 1927, at age 21, and her husband,

Marion Tracy, was 63. The Tracys lived in a flimsy mining shack near San Simon on what later

became the Tohono Ob6odham I ndian Reservation. To make
for gold, and opened Tracyd6s Trading Post in 1932 whe
later years, she made magnificent quilt s with appliqué fabric images of the local landscape:

Ventana and Baboquivari Peaks, prickly pear , and ocotillo. In this ungiue presentation, audiences

will discover the life and times of this remarkable woman.

Hopi Quilting: Stitched Traditions from an A ncient Community

The story of Hopi textiles and the history of quilting on the Hopi Mesas in northern Arizona is an

amazing tale. For centuries, Hopi men grew cotton and spun and wove the fibers into blankets

and clothing. In the 1880s, Anglo missionaries and government teachers introduced quilting to

the Hopi people, and it soon became integrated into Hopi culture and ceremony. Today there are

4™ and 5" generation Hopi quiltmakers, quilts can be found in every Hopi home This program
demonstrates the many ways that Hopi quiltmakers have created their own unique quilting

traditions, and the way that quilts have been incorporated into daily life and ceremony. The talk

is illustrated with vintage and contemporary images, as well as an extensive trunk showing of
Hopi quilts and textiles.

Hopi Summer  d Life, Friendship, and Survival on the Hopi Mesas

During a 1927 road trip to the Hopi Indian Reservation in northern Arizona, Maud and Carey

Melville of Worcester, MA, met Wilfred and Ethel Muchvo, a Hopi family on First Mesa. Following
their first meeting that memorable summer, and subsequent visits, a lifelong friendship

developed between the two families, even though they were separated by distance and culture.

This program portrays the lives of the Hopi people du ring the 1920s and 1930s, prior to the
tremendous changes brought about by the U.S. government, anthropologists, and tourists to the

Hopi villages. These changes are viewed through years of correspondence from Ethel Muchvo

who wrote of starvation, of daily life, iliness and death, and the constant pressure from

missionaries and government to abandon the traditional Hopi way

Writer Zane Grey based his book, The Rainbow Trail ,

on the Wetherills and their trading post; scientists and archaeologists worked out of Kayent a,

and artists such as Maynard Dixon, W.R. Leigh, and Lillian Wilhelm Smith returned year after

year to paint the local people and the magnificent landscape of Ka yenta and Monument Valley.

These rare tales of adven ture are little
known to the general public and provide a clearer picture of the contributions of African based

people in the settlement of Arizona. Dressed in authentic 18 ™ century costume and using props,
power point slides and music, the presenter will create an atmosphere that captures the lives of
a variety of people in Spanish Colonial America. This presentation will entertain and intrigue the
audience and enable them to see the early explorers of Arizona in a whole new light.

The early resident art community of Arizona was comprised mostly of women, and this talk

explores the varied careers of five of these independent and talented artists. One of the first to

arrive was Kate Cory, who came to Oraibi in 1905. Mar] orie Thomas arrived in Scottsdale in
1909 with her brother in 1909, who had moved here for his health. Lillian Wilhelm Smith came

to the state in 1913 with her cousin by marriage, Zane Grey. Jessie Benton Evans settled in
Scottsdale in 1923, and her desert villa became a social center for local artists. The twenties
brought Mary -Russell Ferrell Colton, who, with her husband Harold, founded the Museum of
Northern Arizona in 1928.

Arizona During the Depression: Art and the New Deal

Throughout the Great Depre  ssion of the 1930s, America struggled to cope with the daunting
challenges of a national economic collapse, with the government quickly implementing numerous
programs to cope with its effects under the general umbrella of President Franklin Delano
Roosevelt 6 s 1A Ne wSebenty tfiveyears later, with debate once again focused on the proper
role of the federal government in American economic life, and whether the arts are deserving of
federal support, the legacy of the New Deal once again assumes new releva nce.

Cowboys and Cowagirls: Icons of the American West

Few symbols are more durable in art, movies, and literature (which includes cowboy poetry)

than the American cowboy. This program will give an overview of this populist figure, whose

image was firstdef i ned by painters Frederic Remington and Cha
